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A More Durable Deli Case

The challenge

Hussman, Inc., a manufacturer of refrigeration
and food merchandising equipment, asked
Sandee for help in solving a problem with lense
breakage in their refrigerated deli cases. When
trays of food product were placed in the case,
they would often hit the lighting lense at the
front of the case and break it.

The solution

Sandee helped design a lense which was
thicker than the previous lense and composed
of 100% virgin polycarbonate, cut to specific
lengths. This material was chosen because of
its durability, toughness and clarity. The lense
was manufactured in both clear and black
polycarbonate, for use with a variety of lighting
applications.

The result

Since implementing and installing the new
lenses, Hussman has been able to substantially
reduce replacement costs and get much
greater longevity from the refrigerated case
light bulbs.
